Happy is the person who finds wisdom, the one 

who gets understanding. Wisdom is worth more than silver; it brings more profit 

than gold. Wisdom is more precious than rubies; nothing you could want is equal 

to it. With her right hand wisdom offers you a long life, and with her left hand she 

gives you riches and honor. Wisdom will make your life pleasant and will bring 

you peace. As a tree produces fruit, wisdom gives life to those who use it, and 
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everyone who uses it will be happy. The Lord made the earth, using His wisdom. 

He set the sky in place, using His understanding. With His knowledge, He made 

springs flow into rivers and the clouds drop rain on the earth. My child, hold on to 

wisdom and good sense. Don’t let them out of your sight. They will give you life 

and beauty like a necklace around your neck.  Then you will go your way in 

safety, and you will not get hurt.  When you lie down, you won’t be afraid; when 

you lie down, you will sleep in peace.  You won’t be afraid of sudden trouble; you 

won’t fear the ruin that comes to the wicked, because the Lord will keep you 

safe.  He will keep you from being trapped. 

 

Ephesians 1:4  Even before God made the world, He loved us and chose us in 

Christ to be holy and without fault in His eyes.

When people are tempted, they should not say, “God is 

tempting me.” Evil cannot tempt God, and God Himself does not tempt anyone. 

But people are tempted when their own evil desire leads them away and traps 

them. This desire leads to sin, and then the sin grows and brings death. My dear 

brothers and sisters, do not be fooled about this.

Then you will not become spiritually dull and indifferent. Instead, you will follow 

the example of those who are going to inherit God’s promises because of their 

faith and endurance.  For example, there was God’s promise to Abraham. 

Since there was no one greater to swear by, God took an oath in His own 

name, saying:  “I will certainly bless you, and I will multiply your descendants 

beyond number.”  Then Abraham waited patiently, and he received what God 

had promised.  Now when people take an oath, they call on someone greater 

than themselves to hold them to it. And without any question that oath is 

binding.  God also bound Himself with an oath, so that those who received the 

promise could be perfectly sure that He would never change His mind. So God 

has given both His promise and His oath. These two things are unchangeable 

because it is impossible for God to lie. Therefore, we who have fled to Him for 

refuge can have great confidence as we hold to the hope that lies before us. 

This hope is a strong and trustworthy anchor for our souls.  

 

Psalms 119:105  Your Word is a lamp unto my feet and a light to my path. 

 

Psalms 119:11  Your Word have I hidden in my heart, that I may not sin against 

you.
