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SALVATION 

 

Romans 3:23  All have sinned and fall short of the glory of God. 

 

Acts 16:31  Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and you will be saved, you and 

your household. 

  

Romans 10:9-10  If you confess with your mouth, “Jesus is Lord” and believe in 

your heart God raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.  For with the heart 

one believes unto righteousness, and with the mouth confession is made unto 

salvation. 

 

Romans 5:8  But God demonstrates His own love for us in this; while we were still 

sinners, Christ died for us. 

 

Matthew 16:24-25  (Jesus said), If anyone wishes to come after Me, let him deny 

himself, take up his cross, and follow Me.  For whoever wishes to save his life will 

lose it, but whoever loses his life for My sake shall find it.

Isaiah 53:4-6  It was our weaknesses (Jesus) carried; it was our sorrows that 

weighed Him down.

Proverbs 3:5  Trust in the Lord with all your heart, and lean not on your own 

understanding; in all your ways acknowledge Him, and He will direct your paths. 

 

Deuteronomy 5:16   Honor your father and your mother, as the Lord your God 

has commanded you, that your days may be long, and that it may be well with 

you in the land which the Lord your God is giving you.  

 

Psalms 103:1-5   I will bless the Lord, O my soul, and all that is within me.  I will 

bless His holy name.  I will not forget any of God’s benefits, He forgives all my 

sins, He heals all my diseases, He redeems my life from destruction, He crowns 

me with lovingkindness and compassion, and He satisfies my desires with good 

things, so that my youth is renewed like the eagle. 

 

2 Corinthians 4:8-10  We are pressed on every side by troubles, but we are not 

crushed. We are perplexed, but not driven to despair. We are hunted down, but 

never abandoned by God. We get knocked down, but we are not destroyed. 

Through suffering, our bodies continue to share in the death of Jesus so that the 

life of Jesus may also be seen in our bodies. 
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Galatians 2:20   My old self has been crucified with Christ. It is no longer I who 

live, but Christ lives in me. So I live in this earthly body by trusting in the Son of 

God, who loved me and gave Himself for me. 

 

Philippians 4:6-7   Do not worry about anything, but pray and ask God for 

everything you need, always giving thanks. And God’s peace, which is so great 

we cannot understand it, will keep your hearts and minds in Christ Jesus. 

 

Ephesians 4:29   When you talk, do not say harmful things, but say what people 

need—words that will help others become stronger. Then what you say will do 

good to those who listen to you. 

 

Proverbs 4:25-27  Look straight ahead, and fix your eyes on what lies before you. 

Mark out a straight path for your feet; stay on the safe path. Don’t get 

sidetracked; keep your feet from following evil.

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Joshua 1:9  Be strong and courageous. Do not be terrified; do not be 

discouraged, for the Lord your God will be with you wherever you go.  

 

Proverbs 18:10  The name of the Lord is a strong tower; the righteous run to it 

and are safe.

Isaiah 55:11  God says, “So shall My Word be that goes forth out of My mouth. It 

shall not return to Me void, but it shall accomplish what I please and will 

certainly do what I sent it to do.”

His decrees, then I will not make you suffer any of the diseases I sent on the 

Egyptians; for I am the Lord who heals you.” 

 

Exodus 23:25  (God said) “You must serve only the Lord your God. If you do, I 

will bless you with food and water, and I will protect you from illness. There will 

be no miscarriages or infertility in your land, and I will give you long, full lives.” 

 

Deuteronomy 7:15  The Lord will protect us from all sickness. He will not let us 

suffer from the terrible diseases the Israelites knew in Egypt, but He will inflict 

them on all our enemies! 
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1 John 5:14-15   And this is the boldness we have in God’s presence: that if we 

ask God for anything that agrees with what He wants, He hears us. If we know 

He hears us every time we ask Him, we know we have what we ask from Him. 

 

1 John 3:21-22   Beloved, if our heart does not condemn us, we have 

confidence toward God. And whatever we ask we receive from Him, because 

we keep His commandments and do those things that are pleasing in His sight. 

 

Matthew 16:19-20   (Jesus said) “I will give you the keys of the kingdom of 

heaven, and whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, and 

whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in heaven.” 

 

Matthew 18:19  If two of us agree here on earth concerning anything we ask, 

My Father in heaven will do it for us.

James 1:12  Blessed is the man who endures temptation, because once he has 

been approved, he will receive the crown of life which the Lord has promised to 

those who love Him.  

 

1 John 2:1  If anyone does sin, we have an advocate who pleads our case 

before the Father.  He is Jesus Christ, the one who is truly righteous.  

 

Proverbs 18:10  The name of the Lord is a strong tower, the godly run to Him and 

are safe.  

 

2 Corinthians 5:17  Anyone who belongs to Christ Jesus has become a new 

person. The old life is gone, a new life has begun!    

 

1 John 4:4  You are of God, little children, and have overcome them, because

Hebrews 6:16-19  Now when people take an oath, they call on someone 

greater than themselves to hold them to it. And without any question that oath is 

binding.  God also bound himself with an oath, so that those who received the 

promise could be perfectly sure that He would never change His mind.  So God 

has given both His promise and His oath. These two things are unchangeable 

because it is impossible for God to lie. Therefore, we who have fled to Him for 

refuge can have great confidence as we hold to the hope that lies before us.  

It leads us through the 

curtain into God’s inner sanctuary.

At night, my soul longs for You, indeed my spirit within me seeks You diligently; for 

when Your judgments are on the earth, the inhabitants of the world learn 

righteousness.  Lord, You will establish peace for me; for You have also done all 

Your works in me. 

 

Isaiah 26:3-4  You, Lord, give true peace to those who depend on You, because 

they trust You.  So, trust the Lord always, because He is our Rock forever. 

 

Psalms 111:1-10  Praise the Lord! I will thank the Lord with all my heart as I meet 

with His godly people. How amazing are the deeds of the Lord! All who delight in 

Him should ponder them.

He gives food to those who fear Him; He always 

remembers His covenant. He has shown His great power to His people by giving 

them the lands of other nations.

Joshua 21:45  Not a single one of all the good promises the Lord had given to 

the family of Israel was left unfulfilled; everything He had spoken came true. 

 

2 Corinthians 15:57  Thanks be to God, who gives us victory through our Lord 

Jesus Christ.   

 

John 14:6  Jesus said, “I am the way, the truth and the life.  No one comes to 

Father God, except through Me.” 

 

God’s promises are an offer to us with a GUARANTEED result.  The 

Premise to receive our Promise is to pursue God, obey Him and wait for 

Him to strongly support us – in every circumstance. 
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John 14:3  (Jesus said) “I go and prepare a place for you, and I will come again 

and receive you to Myself; that where I am, there you may be also.” 

 

Hebrews 4:16  Let us come boldly to the throne of our gracious God. There we will 

receive His mercy, and we will find grace to help us when we need it most. 

 

Proverbs 3:7-8  Don’t be impressed with your own wisdom. Instead, fear the Lord 

and turn away from evil. Then you will have healing for your body and strength 

for your bones.

Your promises fills us with joy and peace as we trust in You.  

 

Matthew 21:22  You can pray for anything, and if you have faith, you will 

receive it. 

 

Psalms 103:11-13  As high as the heavens are above the earth, so great is Your 

lovingkindness toward me, because I honor and respect You.  As far as the east is 

from the west, so far have You removed my transgressions from me.  Just as a 

father has compassion on his children, so the Lord has compassion on those who 

fear Him.
