Proverbs 15:23 A man has joy in a fitting answer, and how delightful is a timely
word.

Proverbs 15:28 The heart of the righteous studies how to answer, but the mouth of
the wicked pours out evil things.

Proverbs 17:1 Befter is a dry piece of toast and quietness with it than a house full
of feasting with strife.

Proverbs 17:9-10 Whoever forgives someone’s sin makes a friend, but gossiping
about the sin breaks up friendships.

| spoke and thought and reasoned as a child. But when | grew up, | put away

childish things. Now we see things imperfectly, like puzzling reflections in a
mirror, but then we will see everything with perfect clarity. All that | know now is
partial and incomplete, but then | will know everything completely, just as God
now knows me completely. Three things will last forever—faith, hope, and
love—and the greatest of these is love.

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Luke 10:27 You must love the Lord your God with all your heart, all your soul, all
your strength, and all your mind. And, love your neighbor as yourself.

satisfy my desires with good things so that my youth is renewed like the eagle.

If you obey the commands of the Lord your God and walk
in His ways, the Lord will establish you as His holy people as He swore He would
do. Then all the nations of the world will see that you are a people claimed by the
Lord, and they will stand in awe of you. The Lord will give you prosperity in the
land He swore to your ancestors to give you, blessing you with many children,
numerous livestock, and abundant crops. The Lord will send rain at the proper
time from His rich treasury in the heavens and will bless all the work you do. You
will lend to many nations, but you will never need to borrow from them. If you
listen to these commands of the Lord your God that | am giving you today, and if
you carefully obey them, the Lord will make you the head and not the tail, and
you will always be on top and never at the bottom.
