Psalms 31:1-3  Lord, I trust in You; let me never be disgraced. Save me because 

You do what is right. Listen to me and save me quickly. Be my rock of protection, 

a strong city to save me. You are my rock and my protection. For the good of 

Your name, lead me and guide me.  

 

Psalms 31:16  Make Your face shine upon Your servant, save me for Your mercies’ 

sake. 

 

Psalms 34:12-15  Does anyone want to live a life that is long and prosperous? 

Then keep your tongue from speaking evil and your lips from telling lies! Turn 

away from evil and do good. Search for peace, and work to maintain it. The eyes 

of the Lord watch over those who do right; His ears are open to their cries for help. 

 

Psalms 34:22   You redeem the soul of Your servants, and none of those who trust 

in You will be condemned. 

 

Romans 8:1-3  So now there is no condemnation for those who belong to Christ 

Jesus. And because you belong to Him, the power of the life-giving Spirit has 

freed you from the power of sin that leads to death. The law of Moses was unable 

to save us because of the weakness of our sinful nature. So God did what the law 

could not do. He sent His own Son in a body like the bodies we sinners have. And 

in that body God declared an end to sin’s control over us by giving His Son as a 

sacrifice for our sins. 
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Psalms 31:22   In my distress, I said, “God cannot see me!”  But You heard my 

prayer when I cried out to You for help. 

 

Psalms 37:1-11  Don’t worry about the wicked or envy those who do wrong. For 

like grass, they soon fade away. Like spring flowers, they soon wither. Trust in the 

Lord and do good. Then you will live safely in the land and prosper. Take delight 

in the Lord, and He will give you your heart’s desires. Commit everything you do 

to the Lord. Trust Him, and He will help you. He will make your innocence radiate 

like the dawn, and the justice of your cause will shine like the noonday sun. Be 

still in the presence of the Lord, and wait patiently for Him to act. Don’t worry 

about evil people who prosper or fret about their wicked schemes. Stop being 

angry! Turn from your rage! Do not lose your temper—it only leads to harm. For 

the wicked will be destroyed, but those who trust in the Lord will possess the land. 

Soon the wicked will disappear. Though you look for them, they will be gone. The 

humble will possess the land and will live in peace and prosperity.  

 

Psalms 51:10  Create in me a clean heart, O God, and renew a steadfast spirit 

within me.

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PROMISES 

 

Deuteronomy 6:24-25  The Lord our God commanded us to obey all these 

decrees and to fear Him so He can continue to bless us and preserve our lives, 

as He has done to this day. For we will be counted as righteous when we obey 

all the commands the Lord our God has given us. 

 

Ezekiel 36:25-26   For I will gather you up from all the nations and bring you 

home again to your land. Then I will sprinkle clean water on you, and you will 

be clean. Your filth will be washed away, and you will no longer worship idols. 

And I will give you a new heart, and I will put a new spirit in you. I will take out 

your stony, stubborn heart and give you a tender, responsive heart.

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1 John 1:9  If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and 

to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. 

 

Hebrews 6:13-20  When God made His promise to Abraham, He backed it to 

the hilt, putting His own reputation on the line. He said, “I promise that I’ll bless 

you with everything I have—bless and bless and bless!” Abraham stuck it out 

and got everything that had been promised to him. When people make 

promises, they guarantee them by appeal to some authority above them so 

that if there is any question that they’ll make good on the promise, the authority 

will back them up. When God wanted to guarantee His promises, He gave His 

Word, a rock-solid guarantee—God can’t break His Word. And because His 

Word cannot change, the promise is likewise unchangeable.  We who have run 

for our very lives to God have every reason to grab the promised hope with 

both hands and never let go. It’s an unbreakable spiritual lifeline, reaching past 

all appearances right to the very presence of God where Jesus, running on 

ahead of us, has taken up His permanent post as high priest for us. (The 

Message) 

 

Jeremiah 29:11  “For I know the plans I have for you,” declares the Lord, “plans 

to prosper you and not to harm you, plans to give you hope and a future.” 

 

2 Chronicles 7:14  If My people who are called by My name will humble 

themselves, and pray and seek My face, and turn from their wicked ways, then 

I will hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin and heal their land. 

 

John 3:16  For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that 

whoever believes in Him should not perish but have eternal life. 
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Isaiah 54:10-20  “For the mountains may move and the hills disappear, but even 

then My faithful love for you will remain. My covenant of blessing will never be 

broken,” says the Lord, who has mercy on you. “O storm-battered city, troubled 

and desolate! I will rebuild you with precious jewels and make your foundations 

from lapis.

Philippians 4:19  And my God will supply all our needs according to His riches in 

glory in Christ Jesus.
